expectationssetbytheBritish.Thisledtotheideathatsomebetterschemesshouldbeformed,

whichcouldtrainmoreyoungmeninabetterway,evenduringpeacetimes.Acommittee

headedbyPanditH.N.Kunzrurecommendedacadetorganizationtobeestablishedinschools

andcollegesatanationallevel.TheNationalCadetCorpsActwasacceptedbytheGovernor

Generalandon15July1948theNationalCadetCorpscameintoexistence.Duringthe1965and

1971warswithPakistan,NCCcadetswerethesecondlineofdefence.Theyorganisedcamps

toassisttheordinancefactories,supplyingarmsandammunitiontothefront,andalsowere

usedaspatrolpartiestocapturetheenemyparatroopers.TheNCCcadetsalsoworkedhandin

handwiththeCivilDefenceauthoritiesandactivelytookpartinrescueworkandtrafficcontrol.

Afterthe1965and1971Indo-PakwarstheNCCsyllabuswasrevised.Ratherthanjustbeingthe

secondlineofdefence,NCCsyllabuslaidagreaterstressondevelopingqualitiesofleadership

andOfficer-likequalities.ThemilitarytrainingwhichtheNCCcadetsreceivedwasreducedand

greaterimportancewasgiventootherareaslikesocialserviceandyouth-management.The

NationalCadetCorposisheadedbyaDirectorGeneral,anArmyOfficeroftherankof



LieutanantGeneral,whoisresponsibleforthefunctioningoftheNationalCadetCorpsinthe

countrythroughtheNationalCadetCorpsHeadquarterssituatedatDelhi.AttheStateLevel,the

countryhasbeendividedinto17DirectoratescoveringallStatesandUnionTerritories.Eachof

theStateNationalCadetCorpsDirectorateHeadquarterscontrolstwotofourteenGroup

Headquarters.WhileDirectoratesarecommandedbyBrigadiersortheirequivalents,theGroups

arecommandedbyColonelsorequivalentsfromtheAirForceandtheNavy,NCCUnitsare

commandedbyMajor/LieutenantColonelortheirequivalents.NCCFlagContainsNCCCrestin

goldinthemiddle,withtheletters"NCC"encircledbyawreathofseventeenlotuswitha

backgroundinRed,BlueandLightblue.ReddepictstheArmy,DeepBluedepictstheNavyand

LightBluedepictstheAirForce.Theseventeenlotusesrepresentthe17StateDirectorates.
